Scriptures for Prophetic Lesson on "The Secret Place"
Psalms 18:4-12

4 The pangs of death surrounded me,

And the floods of ungodliness made me afraid. 

5 The sorrows of Sheol surrounded me;

The snares of death confronted me. 

6 In my distress I called upon the LORD,

And cried out to my God;

He heard my voice from His temple,

And my cry came before Him, even to His ears.

The foundations of the hills also quaked and were shaken,

Psalms 27:4-5

4 One thing I have desired of the LORD,

That will I seek:

That I may dwell in the house of the LORD

All the days of my life,

To behold the beauty of the LORD,

And to inquire in His temple. 

5 For in the time of trouble 

He shall hide me in His pavilion;

In the secret place of His tabernacle 

He shall hide me;

He shall set me high upon a rock. NKJV

John 16:30-33
30 Now we know that You are acquainted with everything and have no need to be asked questions. Because of this we believe that you [really] came from God. 

31 Jesus answered them, Do you now believe? [Do you believe it at last?]  

32 But take notice, the hour is coming, and it has arrived, when you will all be dispersed and scattered, every man to his own home, leaving Me alone. Yet I am not alone, because the Father is with Me. 

33 I have told you these things, so that in Me you may have [perfect] peace and confidence. In the world you have tribulation and trials and distress and frustration; but be of good cheer [take courage; be confident, certain, undaunted]! For I have overcome the world. [I have deprived it of power to harm you and have conquered it for you.]  AMP
2 Corinthians 2:14-17
14 But thanks be to God, who made us his captives and leads us along in Christ's triumphal procession. Now wherever we go he uses us to tell others about the Lord and to spread the Good News like a sweet perfume. 15 Our lives are a fragrance presented by Christ to God. But this fragrance is perceived differently by those being saved and by those perishing. 16 To those who are perishing we are a fearful smell of death and doom. But to those who are being saved we are a life-giving perfume. And who is adequate for such a task as this? 17 You see, we are not like those hucksters — and there are many of them — who preach just to make money. We preach God's message with sincerity and with Christ's authority. And we know that the God who sent us is watching us. NLT
2 Corinthians 5:17-19

17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 18 Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation. Ezra 9:8
